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I am very impressed by this year’s performance - a great improvement. In general
a few things to watch out for:

(1)Consonant clusters: friend, far, example sound like /l/, try to work on
saying these correctly.

(2) Be mindful of using the correct vowel length, for example, the word miss
should be pronounced with /1/.

(3)Raise your voice so the judges can hear you. unfortunately beautiful
voices were not heard.

(4)Some sentence segments were mumbled, remember to enunciate the
words clearly.
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1. A fantastic set of performances—well done! I can see that there has been a great
improvement compared to last year. A few things to address include:

(1) The correct use of /6/ in words like myths and something.

(2) The cadence of the song’s lyrics was at times off.  Listen to the breaks in
speech and mimick the correct cadence in the song.

(3) The final position /z/ was at times omitted in breeze and others.

(4) Try not to overenunciate the /s/ sound in comes as it does not sound natural
and use it correctly as /z/.
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
