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3. Make sure you can pronounce all the words clearly, especially the words that are
repeated many times throughout the song —> this includes all ending sounds,

especially those when the mouth needs to be closed, e.g. /m/, /p/, /v/, /1.
4. Some smaller or grammatical words in English can be reduced (not stressed), and
doing that will make their singing more fluent and less “robotic”.
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I really enjoyed everyone’s singing today!
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. When singing the “fast parts” of a song, you have to learn how to combine words
together, rather than pronouncing each word individually. This will make the
singing more fluent.

Make sure all middle and ending consonant sounds are pronounced (/m/, /b/, /1,
Ivl, t/), especially the words where your mouth should close.
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. Everyone was very enthusiastic. It was very enjoyable.
