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3. Pronunciation and enunciation were mostly clear for most groups but various
~ factors affected it (e.g. singing rate, difﬁculty of vocabulary, etc.)

4. For quite a few groups, consonant ending sounds were missing or not distinctly
pronounced (e.g. -d, -t, etc.) +plural -s markers.
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They generally sang in tune, however they sometimes got out of tune, especially
on higher notes (and also generally quieter and weaker on high notes).
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Most groups did well at singing with good enthusiasm, teamwork, and
expressiveness.
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4. Some song lyrics were quite simple basic and easy while others were quite
complex with much harder vocab. to pronounce and faster singing rate (i.e., wide
range in the difficulty level of quite a few songs). One suggestion is to somehow
factor in song difficulty level into overall scores.
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6. I feel group B as a whole generally sang with greater volume, voice projection,
confidence, etc. |
7. Some groups/ teams in group B did especially well at singing in tune and on key.
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5. Many groups did really well at coordinating more complex hand gestures,
movements, etc.
6. Most had good smiles, expressiveness, etc., which communicated greater

motivation and enthusiasm.
